Bylaws of the Faculty of Medicine

Rationale: 

An ongoing goal of the School of Medicine is to have policies related to our faculty mirror the university policies, especially the College of Science and Mathematics with whom we share faculty. Within other WSU colleges it is the responsibility of the search committee, chair, and dean to determine the appropriate rank of new faculty. In the School of Medicine departments review and approve new appointments and continuances. The assistant dean for faculty affairs reviews all new appointments and consults with the department chair and Dean of Medicine as necessary. 

Committee recommendation:


Article V. Section 8

Remove “faculty appointment” and “continuance of appointments” from sentence four. 

Rationale:

A goal of the Bylaws Committee is to have only policy in the bylaws. The committee seeks to remove description of process from the bylaws, make sure that a procedure is established, and place a reference to the procedure in the bylaws. 
Committee recommendations:

1.
Article III. Section 4. A and B. The Office of Faculty and Clinical Affairs has established procedures (110, 211, 212, 220, 230, 240, 330, and 340) in place that cover these sections. Therefore, this section will be replaced by the following paragraph:


“New faculty appointments, continuances, and promotions will be administered by the Office of Faculty and Clinical Affairs in accordance with the appropriate School of Medicine procedures.”

2.
Article III. Section 4.C. The committee approved the removal of paragraphs two and three and replacing them with the following:


“The process of removal or suspension is defined in the appropriate current School of Medicine procedure.”

Appropriate procedure is Procedure 420
3.
Article III. Section 4.D. The committee approved the removal of items 1 and 2 and replacing them with the following:


“Fully affiliated faculty employed by the university may initiate an appeal as defined in the appropriate current School of Medicine procedure.”

Appropriate procedure is Procedure 620
4.
Article V. Section 7. If a procedure eliminates the need for the Faculty Affairs Committee, delete this section. Procedure 620 describes the function and procedure for a Hearing Board and thus eliminates the need for the Faculty Affairs Committee.

Article VI. Section 5. The Office of Faculty and Clinical Affairs has an established procedure for the elections. Therefore, this section will be replaced by the following:
a.
Changing title from “Voting Procedure for Election by the Faculty of Medicine” to “Faculty Elections”

b.
Replacing paragraphs A and B with: “The elections will be carried out in accordance with the appropriate School of Medicine procedure.”
