The Executive Committee has held two meetings since the May 20, 2004 Faculty Meeting.  The following is a synopsis of the items shared by the Dean at these meetings:

A. LOCAL ISSUES

Research Collaboration

Drs. Part and Fyffe met with Ken Berta from the Wright Center of Innovation to review our research projects and determine their level of interest in pursuing new collaborative research.  The Wright Center of Innovation remains interested in looking at our biomedical and clinical sciences. 
Update on Searches

Geriatrics Chair Search:  We are now beginning the second round of interviewing for the Geriatric Chair Search.  One internal and one external candidate have been identified.  We hope to conclude the interviewing and selection process as soon as possible.

Anatomy/Physiology Chair Search:  Dr. Tim Cope from Emory has been selected as the new Chair of the Department of Anatomy & Physiology.  Dr. Part acknowledged the invaluable leadership of Jay Dean and John Pearson, as well as their efforts on behalf of the newly combined departments during the search process.

Assistant Dean of Minority Affairs:  We will be starting a search to replace Dr. Alonzo Patterson, Assistant Dean of Minority Affairs, who has stepped down to concentrate on his private practice.  We have already received CV’s from candidates who look qualified for the position.  
Fundraising Workshop

There will be a fundraising workshop held on Thursday, September 23, 2004 from 8:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. in Room E157 of the Student Union.  Two representatives from each department will be selected by their Chair to attend.

Faculty Curriculum Committee – Bruce Binder, M.D., Ph.D., Chair

Activities for Quarter:

1) Reviewed USMLE Board results for Step 1 and Step 2.  Noted that Step 3 results for the Class of 2003 were higher than the national average.
2) Reviewed LCME status. Next site visit 2008.  Committees to begin forming this year (2004).
3) Received report from Assessment and Evaluation Subcommittee, which has been focusing on Biennium 1 exam content and grades, and is now moving on to examine clinical assessment.
4) Reviewed on-line evaluations for all Biennium 1 courses, with further review from the Biennium 1 subcommittee.  Overall, system is working well.
5) Reviewed 2 years of experience with Team Learning.  Experience has been positive thus far and continues to be expanded.
6) Approved division of MCTB course into two separate courses, Molecular Basis in Medicine, and Cellular, Tissue and Organ Systems.  The overall content will remain the same, but course directorship and testing will be separate.
7) Discussed proposal to separate neuroscience and behavioral science content of neuroscience course into two separate courses.  No decision was reached and further discussion will occur at the Biennium 1 subcommittee level.
8) Reviewed the impact of adding a week of curricular time to the Principles of Disease course (Year 1) and the Neuroscience, Respiratory, and Renal courses in year 2.  Students and faculty have heartily endorsed the changes after the first year of implementation.
9) Discussed USMLE Step 2 Clinical Skills exam and the WSUSOM Year 4 OSCE as it relates to it.  Further discussion will ensue next year after the completion of the WSU exam and feedback from students taking the USMLE exam.
10) Discussed plans for upcoming year and topics to be addressed.  They include:

a) Investigate ways to aid transition from preclinical to clinical years with more vertical integration

b) Spend more time on process/policy discussions and less on formal course presentations

c) Move more course evaluations to written reports with course directors coming before the FCC only every 2-3 years for a formal report

d) Evaluation of how professionalism is developed and assessed in WSUSOM students

e) Greater awareness of IT issues within the SOM and how they relate to effective development and presentation of curriculum

f) Focus more on Biennium 2 curriculum this year, especially on Year 4 requirements and elective time.  Other points of discussion will include evaluation of students, both clinical evaluations and MCQs (as well as other testing options), direct observations of student skills, and assessment of professionalism.
